Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on
Tuesday 23" May 2017

Present
CllIr Townsend, (Chairman)

There were 0 members of the public present

Councillors held a minutes silence to remember the people that were affected by the Manchester bombing
last night.

Public Forum
Cllr Evans stated that the Environment working party were meeting at his home on Thursday 25" May at
10am to discuss potential locations of the new street furniture. All Councillors welcome to attend.

Cllr Neesam said that the hedge on Church Street which was reported at the last meeting really does need
to be cut back as it is impacting on the visibility of vehicles and pedestrians as they negotiate Church
Street. ClIr Townsend said that this had been reported to the Highways team who said that it would be
cut back by the end of May. If this is not done by the end of the month, the Clerk to draft a letter to the
landowner requesting that the hedge be cut back. The letter to be passed to Clir Ham for comment prior
to sending.

CllIr Evans said that he had heard that the Leigh on Mendip village day committee were concerned that
notices placed on the Coleford notice boards were being taken down and they had been told that they
were not able to place articles within On the Map. No one present was aware of any reason as to why this
was happening but it was agreed that OTM was not connected to the Parish Council and would have to be
negotiated directly with Rev’d Clarissa Cridland.

CllIr Gurd stated that a light on Church Street is being obscured by the growth of a sycamore tree. The
Clerk to notify Western Power that the tree needs cutting back.

It was noted that in the past it had been discussed whether the dog waste bin at Goodeaves should be
relocated. It was agreed that this would be an agenda item for the next meeting.

ClIr Gurd confirmed that he had applied weed killer to the north bank of the Goodeaves Play area.

Apologies for Absence (acceptance of any reasons offered

It was also suggested that using "tiles" made of roofing felt could be a cost effective option.
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CllIr Townsend thanked ClIr Conn for both clearing the debris and his work on tabling options.

Cllr Gurd said that he had spoken with the person who rebuilt the notice board at Goodeaves who will
quote for the repair to the roof to the board at Underhill. Once received this will be circulated to all
Councilors.

CliIr Conn said that he thought it might be a good idea to have the Coleford Village logo placed on the
rear of the board to highlight that it is the Parish Council noticeboard.

It was agreed that this would be an agenda item for the next meeting.

CAFC

Cllr Townsend said that Cllr Ham had emailed John Hansford with the offer as agreed by full council at
the last meeting, but no agreement had been reached. He had subsequently spoken with Keith Harrison of
the CAFC committee who had indicated that 9 payments of £110 would be acceptable. Cllrs pointed out
that the £990 had been agreed by the Parish Council as a reasonable fee for the year 2017/18 and this
included a 25% discount against the anticipated current capital costs.

CllIr Gurd said that he wanted the Clerk to minute that he felt the Parish Council had handled this matter
badly and that he felt face to face negotiation would have been more successful than communicating by
email. He hoped that if an agreement was reached at £990 for a fixed period that the Parish Council
should lean towards supporting CAFC.

Cllr Evans and Clir Conn both felt that the Parish Council had tried to negotiate with CAFC. It was
highlighted that the original meeting took months to arrange due to the time restraints from Mr Hansford.
At that meeting it was agreed that the next meeting would take place on the 27/05/17. It was Mr
Hansford who then pressed for an answer regarding the charges within a 10 day period. He later
threatened to go to the press and continued to put pressure on the Council to agree to his offer.

CllIr Gurd said that he had spoken with Ky Rashleigh who made a proposal for a fixed fee of £990 for 3
years. He had agreed to meet with the Council and then report back to Mr Hansford. It was hoped that
this would help with the negotiation process. ClIr Gurd to pass on this information to Cllr Ham as
Councillors agreed that he was still the best person to manage the negotiations.

Everyone present agreed that if there was an agreement at £990 for the year that all running and
maintenance costs should be very closely monitored during the year.

This will be an agenda item for the next meeting.

BMX track

CllIr Gurd said that he had purchased an ordnance survey map (with the agreement of the Clerk) of the
proposed BMX track site for use within the planning application for the new entrance. The cost was
£31.80 which will be claimed back by Clir Gurd at the next meeting. The planning application has been
completed along with the site plan. The drawings had been emailed to all Councillors prior to the
meeting. The package was passed to the Clerk to submit to the Planning department.

Clir Gurd confirmed that both trees have now been removed. The contractor did a great job. The invoice
has been submitted and the cheque will be raised in settlement at the June meeting.

Clir Gurd confirmed that he has been speaking with Benny Noble who is a member in a band who had
suggested that a gig be held to help raise money for the pump track. Phil Horler has mentioned that he
would speak with the CRG committee to see if they are able to donate £200 towards the fund. Clir Gurd
also suggested that there may be some kind of sponsored BMX event held at the new Leigh on Mendip
track to also help raise funds. ClIr Conn stated that any funding application would be helped if evidence
could be provided to show that the parishioners were engaged in the project.

Cllr Gurd said that he would be meeting again with Ky (The BMX track designer) to seek a design
suitable for the Coleford site. He also has 2 further contacts who would also be approached for quotes.

Two contractors have been approached to quote for the creation of the new entrance and Clir Gurd is
currently seeking a third contractor to quote. It was noted that the work would take between 3 and 7 days.
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Cllr Ham has commenced the process of liaising with local quarries with a view to sourcing materials
either free of charge or at a reduced price.

CllIr Gurd said that he believed planning permission would not be required for the actual track but Clir
Townsend pointed out that Leigh on Mendip had obtained planning permission and his advice from
Mendip planning department was that a pre application should be submitted. Everyone agreed that it
would be worth submitting a pre planning application. Clir Gurd was actioned to arrange a design
drawing for this.

CllIr Conn and the Clerk to investigate whether a pre application for the Sport England application could
be submitted immediately.
